The Secret to CFC -O Success: Making the Ask  
 

Asking your colleagues to contribute to the CFC-O might seem daunting at first. But, 
according to one successful Unit Representative, by following a script, it is easy. 
ñThe key is to make it simple, speak to your unit in person and always follow up,ò he 
says.   
 

Introduce yourself. Give a little background about the CFC and talk about the differ-
ent ways to give. Discuss a couple of charities that you like to support (remember to 
be careful to use them as examples onlyðnot coercing the donor to give to them). 
Then explain the FYSP, that 100% of their contribution goes right back to our com-
munity. Close by saying ñIf you are interested, Iôll leave you a pledge card and will 
check in on you later.
